Summary: Hurricane Greyson hit the MBTA Blue Line particular hard, especially Aquarium
Station, causing tremendous flooding despite protective measures being taken at entrances.
Water entered the station through various ventilation systems, which were unmapped and
unprotected. Implementing an asset management system that identifies gaps in coverage and
installs low cost, low maintenance interventions to shield vent systems could be a worthwhile
investment, considering the increased frequency of extreme flood events.
